Marj Binns, School Historian was uniquely 
qualified to write Ravenswood’s history.  A 
historian by background she spent thirty years 
at Ravenswood in a career that spanned history 
and religious studies teaching, careers guidance, 
student counselling and fifteen years as co-
ordinator studies.

“It is not surprising that after more than 40 
years association with  Ravenswood, 30 as a 
teacher, another four researching and writing 
the School’s history, and since then involvement 
in the centenary and the bequest committees, 
this School has been important in my life. But 
it is not just the passage of the years which has 
made Ravenswood a special school for me.

The School is based on, and has been strongly 
linked with the Christian beliefs and values of 
the Methodist and the Uniting Church. It has 
had strong links with Gordon Uniting Church 
since the Church opened in 1903, two years 
after the School was founded.   As a member of 
Gordon Uniting Church for over 45 years this 
connection has developed a closer involvement 
with Ravenswood.

Secondly, throughout my time at Ravenswood 
the School has striven to maintain high 
standards of excellence, academically, 
physically and spiritually.  I served under 
three headmistresses and each in her own 
way inculcated high goals – for students, but 
also for staff.  In the usual sense of the words 
Ravenswood is an excellent school.

But despite the many areas of high 
achievement, I am most proud to be associated 
with Ravenswood because students are not 
enrolled on academic merit.  I observe this 
school to be as caring of its less able girls 
as of the talented. Almost every girl leaves 
Ravenswood with, not only a Higher School 
Certificate or International Baccalarueate 
Diploma, but strong personal and learning skills 
and good self esteem.

As I meet the lovely young women who were 
my former students I am frequently astonished 
at what they are doing now.  From  brilliantly 
gifted  doctors, to a woman with a high profile 
position in business who struggled with 
examinations whilst at school, to an artist, a 
chef, a dress designer….  There is story after 
story.  These women have left school with the 
foundations to enable them to continue to 
grow.  And of course most are also wives and 
mothers in the earlier traditions of the School.

As a mother of three sons, and a grandmother 
of three grandsons I did not expect to have 
a closer family link.  Now however my six 
year-old grand-daughter is accepted as a future 
student and there are three more little grand-
daughters in the wings.   I am extremely proud 
about that, although it has little or nothing 
to do with my decision to make a bequest to 
Ravenswood.
